Directions to Berkeley Court

The entrance to Berkeley Court is situated in Glentworth Street, at the Marylebone Road
end. You will notice blue In/Out signs - use either entrance if on foot. Berkeley Court is a
large white block of flats opposite the Phoenix Palace restaurant.

Directions by tube:

Just around the corner from Baker Street tube station - with the Metropolitan, Bakerloo,
Jubilee, District and Hammersmith & City Lines directly serving Paddington, Kings Cross,
Euston, Liverpool Street, Charing Cross and Waterloo main line rail stations.

Come out of Baker Street station using the main Marylebone Road exit, turn right and
cross over Baker Street towards Lloyds Bank on the opposite corner. Keep walking and

take the first turning on the right which is Glentworth Street. A few yards down on the
right is the curved entrance to Berkeley Court.
